Innovative Practice Title: Fostering National Pride and Moral Values through Daily Recitals 

 

 

Objective:To instill national pride and moral values among students, teaching, and non-

teaching staff. 

 

Context: 

From the academic session 2023-2024, our institution introduced a daily morning ritual, 

where the national anthem, prayer, and preamble are recited.

The daily recital session has seen consistent attendance from teaching and non-teaching 

staff as well as students from all classes. This demonstrates the effectiveness of the initiative 

in promoting national pride and moral values.
